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Introduction

The Tamil language, with its profound cultural and
historicalsignificance, is spoken by millions worldwide.
The primary objectives of this Tamil Pronunciation
Dictionary are to preserve and propagate the
authenticity of Tamil pronunciation globally and to
ald academics and students engaged in the scientific

study of the language and its pronunciation.

Comprising nearly two thousand words, the selection
of entries in this dictionary draws influence from the
Basic Tamil Dictionary by Michael Lockwood of the

University of Madras.

The pronunciation of Tamil words is presented using
the 2020 revised International Phonetic Alphabet,
accompanied by English translations. The dialect
employed in this pronunciation dictionary is Sri
Lankan Standard Tamil.
